Marin Agricultural Land Trust (MALT) is a member-supported, nonprofi t organization created in 1980 by a coalition of 

ranchers and environmentalists to permanently preserve Marin County farmland. As part of our educational outreach efforts, 

we are pleased to offer our Farm Field Studies Program to your and your children. 

Our aim is to help broaden students’ understanding of the value of local sustainable agriculture, and the links between 

the farms, soil, environment, school gardens, good nutrition, and health. On farm fi eld trips, students have the opportunity 

to travel to a local farm or ranch where they engage in hands-on learning about where our food originates. They meet the 

farmers and ranchers who grow our food, fi nd out about how certain animals are raised, and how crops are grown. Children 

will also participate in farm activities and gain an appreciation of the skill and hard work that goes into producing food, and 

learn how to make healthy food choices.

To ensure that your child has a wonderful trip, please take a few moments beforehand to make sure he or she is prepared. 

Things can get muddy on a working farm, so please remember to dress your child in clothes and shoes that can get dirty, 

and that are seasonally appropriate for outdoor activities. Encourage them to respect the farmer’s home and livelihood by 

following instructions from the MALT docent on how to behave at the farm.
